Power Up to Protect

Just one encounter with an electric fence or unwelcome
mat delivers a shocking lesson that quickly teaches the bear
to leave your stuff alone. Getting zapped may hurt but
doesn’t harm. Properly installed electric deterrents are safe
for people, pets and bears. CHECK LOCAL REGULATIONS.

A determined bear can easily
claw through a wooden door. In
areas where bears have learned
to rely on human-provided food
sources, steel doors or electric

mats are recommended.
